If we can consistently demonstrate empathy rather
than anger or frustration, the odds of them
overcoming their difficulties dramatically increase. Is
empathy really that powerful? Yes indeed! In fact, a
growing body of research is demonstrating that
warmth (i.e., empathy) is strongly correlated with
higher achievement and better behavior. (If you like
reading research, study: Rivers, Mullis, Fortner &
Mullis, 2012 and Silt, Hughes, Wu & Kwock, 2012.)
